Clock Trivia  

In 1577, Jost Burgi invented the minute hand. Burgi's invention was part of a 
clock made for Tycho Brahe, an astronomer who needed an accurate clock 
for his stargazing.   

In 1656, the pendulum was invented by Christian Huygens, making clocks 
more accurate.   

In 1504, the first portable (but not very accurate) timepiece was invented in 
Nuremberg, Germany by Peter Henlein.   

The first reported person to actually wear a watch on the wrist was the 
French mathematician and philosopher, Blaise Pascal (1623-1662). With a 
piece of string, he attached his pocket watch to his wrist.   

The word 'clock' comes from the French word "cloche" meaning bell. The 
Latin for bell is glocio, the Saxon is clugga and the German is glocke.
